Cats Season Report

Although boasting a 21-3 season record the Southwest
Texas cagers could do no better than second place in Lone
Star Conference play. Pushed by hook-shot artist Lewis
Gilcrease, the Bobcatis set a new regular season scoring
mark of 1868 points, an average of 77.8 « tilt. The old record
of 1863 tallies was set by the champion San Marcans last
year.

Gilcrease also established a new individual season scor-
ing mark of 592 tallies, an average of 24.7 points a contest.
Tom Sewell of Sam Houston previously held the mark with
372 points.

The Woodsboro Aces’ top team performance of the year,
42 points, was against Washburn University in the Christ-
mas NAIA Tournament. He also dropped 40 points through
the nets against McMurry to set a new Bobcat Gym mark.

Coach Milton Jowers' squad was coasting along with a
fine 7-0 mark until they met Portland University in the semi-
finals of the NAIA Tourney, where they met their first de-
feat, 81-78. However the Cats took third place in the playoff
with a victory over Washburn University, 81-62.

Jimmy O'Banion, captain and guard for the Bobcats, was
a key figure during the season with his 15.4 points a game
average and his fine delensive play. He also called the
plays.

After an early season illness, Pence Dacus proved to
be one of the most aggressive men on the team by making
shots when they were badly needed and by grabbing re-
bounds off the backboards.

Herb Billings with his lanky 6-10 frame was the top re-
bounder for the Bobcats averaging better than ten a game
along with his 265 points for the year. Although only a
sophomore in eligibility, he completed more than 70 per
cent of his field goal attempts.

Ed Whiteley held down the second guard position until
he left school at the end of the semester. Joe Peery was con-
verted from forward and did an adept job at filling the
position to the close of the season.

Southwest Texas ended conference play with an 8-2
mark, losing to Lamar Tech in an overtime contest and to
East Texas State in Commerce. The Cats had swamped the
Redbirds earlier in the season and retaliated against the
Lions in their last game of the year, 69-60, for their forty-
sixth consecutive home court victory.

East Texas took LSC honors with a 9-1 league mark and
advanced to the NAIA Tournament.
